Camões: le poète soldat 
ou le soldat poète

Luís Vaz de Camões, l’une des figures 
emblématiques de la littérature portugaise, est 
souvent comparé aux plus grands poètes épiques 
du monde. Né en 1524, sa vie aventureuse et ses 
œuvres littéraires ont profondément marqué la 
culture lusophone.

Outre ses nombreux sonnets, odes et églogues, 
Camões est surtout connu pour son chef-d’œuvre, 
Os Lusíadas. Il s’agit d’un poème épique publié en 
1572, inspiré de L’Énéide de Virgile. Composé de 
dix chants, ce poème témoigne d’une érudition 
classique impressionnante, tout en exprimant une 
sensibilité romantique. Il mêle histoire, mythologie 
et épopée pour glorifier les prouesses maritimes du 
Portugal pendant les Grandes Découvertes, ainsi 
que la bravoure de ses explorateurs, notamment 
Vasco de Gama.

La vie de Camões est elle-même digne d’un roman. 
Engagé dans l’armée, il a combattu en Afrique et 
en Asie, et a perdu un œil lors d’une campagne au 
Maroc. Ses expériences dans ces territoires lointains 
et ses rencontres avec des cultures diverses ont 
profondément nourri son œuvre poétique. Un fait 
curieux, bien que non confirmé par l’histoire, fait 
partie du folklore entourant la vie de Camões : 
lors d’un naufrage alors qu’il se rendait à Goa, il 
aurait été confronté à un choix tragique — sauver 
sa bien-aimée Dinamene ou le manuscrit de son 

épopée. Son choix est désormais évident, un seul 
ayant survécu.

Malgré ses talents littéraires, la vie de Camões 
fut marquée par des difficultés financières et 
personnelles. De tempérament impulsif, il fut arrêté 
à Lisbonne pour agression, puis à Goa pour dettes 
impayées. Il est décédé en 1580, pauvre et enterré 
dans une fosse commune, sans même un linceul. 
Son héritage littéraire, cependant, a perduré. Plus 
tard, une pierre tombale fut gravée en son honneur, 
portant l’inscription suivante : «Ci-gît Luís de Camões, 
Prince des poètes de son temps. Il vécut pauvre et mourut 
ainsi.»

L’influence de Camões dépasse les frontières 
du Portugal. Il est toujours célébré non 
seulement pour ses contributions à la littérature 
portugaise (Os Lusíadas ayant été traduits dans 
de nombreuses langues, dont l’espagnol, le russe, 
le français, l’allemand, l’italien, le japonais et 
même l’espéranto), mais aussi pour son rôle dans 
l’affirmation de l’identité culturelle portugaise à 
travers le monde.

En nommant le nouvel aéroport de Lisbonne 
en son honneur, comme décrit en page 10, le 
gouvernement portugais rend un hommage mérité 
au poète. Ce choix symbolise les valeurs célébrées 
dans son œuvre : l’importance de la découverte, de 
l’exploration et de l’ouverture au monde.
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Commission for equality and against racial 
discrimination

General Regime for Corruption Prevention 
– Obliged entities to prepare annual 
evaluation report on the implementation 
of the PPR in April

In 2021, Decree-Law 109-E/2021, of 9 December, 

was published, which approved the General Regime 

for Corruption Prevention (RGPC), and which 

set forth that the entities covered have the duty 

to implement new mechanisms to prevent risks 

of corruption and related offences, namely by 

adopting a regulatory compliance programme that 

includes a Plan to Prevent Risks of Corruption and 

Related Offences (PPR). The implementation of 

the PPR is subject to biannual monitoring in April 

and October. The entities covered by the RGPC 

should, therefore, by the end of April, prepare and 

approve their annual PPR evaluation report, with 

reference to the previous year, covering all the 

risks listed therein.

National Anti-Corruption Mechanism  
– Recommendation 7/2024

On 28 May 2024, the National Anti-Corruption 

Mechanism (MENAC) issued Recommendation 

7/2024, addressed to entities covered by the 

General Regime for Corruption Prevention, under 

which the President of MENAC recommends 

obliged entities that, through their compliance 

officer, report to MENAC on a monthly basis 

whether the compliance plan has been regularly 

complied with or whether there have been any 

failures or irregularities, identifying them if so. 

This communication shall take place during the 

first week of the month following the month to 

which it relates.

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Après plus de 50 ans de recherches, d’innombrables 
études et de nombreux débats, le gouvernement 
portugais a décidé d’implanter le nouvel aéroport 
de Lisbonne au Champ de Tir d’Alcochete, situé 
à 45 km au sud-est de Lisbonne, sur la rive sud 
du Tage. En attendant que le nouvel aéroport 
de Lisbonne (NAL) soit opérationnel, l’aéroport 
actuel, Humberto Delgado, verra temporairement sa 
capacité augmentée.

Le gouvernement a conclu que le Champ de 
Tir d’Alcochete offrait plusieurs avantages par 
rapport à Vendas Novas. Il est situé sur des terrains 
publics, alors que Vendas Novas aurait nécessité 
des expropriations, ce qui aurait représenté une 
contrainte supplémentaire. Alcochete possède déjà 
une déclaration d’impact environnemental, bien 
que celle-ci soit actuellement expirée, et se trouve 
plus près de Lisbonne, réduisant ainsi les coûts 
et le temps de déplacement. De plus, le site est 
mieux connecté aux principales routes et lignes 
ferroviaires, ce qui permettrait de réduire le trafic 
dans le centre de Lisbonne.

Le projet du nouvel aéroport, qui portera le nom 
du poète Luís de Camões, répond à la nécessité 
urgente de moderniser les infrastructures aériennes 
de la capitale portugaise. L’aéroport actuel, 
Humberto Delgado, situé à Portela, souffre depuis 
longtemps de la saturation de ses capacités en raison 
de l’augmentation continue du trafic aérien. Avec 
l’explosion du tourisme et la position stratégique 
de Lisbonne comme hub international, il est crucial 
d’améliorer les installations pour répondre aux 
besoins futurs. Un aéroport moderne et efficace est 
essentiel pour que Lisbonne reste compétitive en 
tant que destination touristique et centre d’affaires.

Un Aéroport Unique

Le NAL sera le seul aéroport de la région une fois 
sa construction achevée. Il devra être conçu pour 
répondre à une demande à long terme, stimulant 
ainsi les économies d’agglomération, tout en 
étant intégré à d’autres projets d’accessibilité. 
Les recommandations en accord avec le contrat 
de concession de l’aéroport Humberto Delgado 
(AHD) prévoient un modèle avec deux pistes, 
pouvant gérer 90 à 95 mouvements par heure, avec 
la possibilité d’extension à quatre pistes, pour un 
trafic de passagers estimé à plus de 100 millions par 
an d’ici 2050.

LUÍS DE CAMÕES : LE NOUVEL 
AÉROPORT DE LISBONNE SUR LA 
RIVE GAUCHE DU TAGE
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La nouvelle infrastructure occupera une surface 
de 4 000 hectares (soit l’équivalent de 400 terrains 
de football). Le coût total pour deux pistes est 
estimé à environ 6,1 milliards d’euros : 3,2 milliards 
pour la première piste, prévue pour 2030, et 2,9 
milliards pour la seconde, prévue pour 2031. Le 
choix d’un aéroport unique permet de minimiser 
l’impact environnemental et social, car une solution 
à deux aéroports doublerait les effets négatifs 
sur l’environnement. De plus, le nouvel aéroport 
sera implanté dans une zone à faible densité de 
population, ce qui réduira les nuisances sonores 
dans la région de Lisbonne, qui est actuellement la 
deuxième capitale européenne la plus exposée au 
bruit aérien.

Ce choix facilitera également l’expansion de TAP, la 
compagnie aérienne nationale, dont les prévisions 
estiment une flotte de 190 à 250 avions d’ici 2050.

L’Aéroport Humberto Delgado

Parallèlement, la décision inclut une augmentation 
temporaire de la capacité de l’aéroport Humberto 
Delgado, qui devrait atteindre 45 mouvements par 
heure. Des investissements dans les terminaux et 
l’accessibilité sont également prévus, conformément 
au contrat de concession de l’ANA.

L’aéroport est actuellement en situation de 
congestion, dépassant depuis 2018 les limites 
définies par l’Organisation de l’aviation civile 
internationale (OACI). Cette complexité 
opérationnelle entraîne des retards et des niveaux de 
satisfaction inférieurs, avec une note de 3,5/5 dans 
le questionnaire de qualité de service en 2023. En 

2022, la ponctualité des départs était tombée à 52,2 
%. Il est donc impératif de répondre à la demande 
croissante à court terme, avec des projections 
prévoyant 39 millions de passagers d’ici 2030.

Accessibilité

L’accès ferroviaire au nouvel aéroport de Lisbonne 
sera assuré par la future ligne à grande vitesse 
reliant Lisbonne à Madrid, qui permettra de relier 
les deux capitales en seulement 3 heures. Ce projet, 
dont la finalisation est prévue pour 2034, inclut 
également la construction d’une troisième traversée 
du Tage entre Chelas et Barreiro, qui sera réalisée 
sous un partenariat public-privé (PPP), sans coût 
direct pour le projet aéroportuaire.

Le NAL jouera également un rôle de catalyseur 
pour l’activité économique de la zone de l’Arco 
Ribeirinho Sul grâce à son intermodalité avec les 
réseaux ferroviaires et routiers, et à son accès direct 
à Sines, renforçant ainsi le hub logistique national.

Étapes Suivantes

Le gouvernement portugais, en collaboration avec 
les autorités aéroportuaires et les partenaires privés, 
travaille activement à la planification et à la mise 
en œuvre de ce projet. Des études techniques 
et environnementales sont en cours, et des 
consultations publiques sont organisées pour assurer 
la transparence et encourager la participation 
citoyenne.

La construction du nouvel aéroport représente un 
investissement majeur, qui apportera de nombreux 
bénéfices économiques, notamment la création de 
milliers d’emplois pendant la phase de construction 
et au-delà, avec le développement des services 
aéroportuaires, hôteliers et de transport. Le 
financement pourrait être assuré par des recettes 
provenant des taxes aéroportuaires, évitant ainsi de 
recourir à des fonds publics.
